
50 Cent’s rap feuds ‘were 
a waste of time’

50 Cent “wasted too much 
time” arguing with his rap 

rivals.
The 49-year-old star has feud-

ed with the likes of Ja Rule, Fat 
Joe, and Cam’ron during the 
course of his career, but 50 now 
looks back on those situations 
with some regret.

Speaking to The Hollywood 
Reporter, the chart-topping rap-
per explained: “Look, I think 
we wasted too much time ar-
guing, me and Fat Joe, me and 
Cam’ron.

“There’s other guys like Jada-
kiss, we cleared it up easier. But 
we wasted time because it was 
just the competitive nature. It 
wasn’t like we crossed paths and 
had real heat for each other. It 
went on more with Joe because 

he’s more like me, he’s closer in 
character to me.

“When we’re at odds, we are 
at odds, and we did that for a 
long time.”

Earlier this year, Kendrick 
Lamar and Drake exchanged a 
series of high-profile diss re-
cords.

However, 50 believes that 
hip-hop is a “competitive” gen-
re of music and that rap feuds 
can actually be healthy for the 
culture of hip-hop.

The New York-born star - 
whose real name is Curtis Jack-
son - said: “This is hip-hop. I 
think it’s competitive to a de-
gree, obviously.

“Even Drake, his position and 
the attitude and his choices, 
those are 50 Cent choices. ‘F*** 
it, everybody got to get it then.’ 
When it becomes Drake ver-

sus Kendrick, it’s because it’s 
the only thing you can put 
up against Drake’s success.”

What ’s  more,  50  is 
convinced that the feud 
won’t harm Drake’s album 
sales.

He explained: “I don’t 
see a loss for Drake. The 
people who bought 
Drake material are go-
ing to buy Drake ma-
terial when his next 
song comes 
out.”

in recent years, 
such as ‘The Su-
icide Squad’ and 
‘The King of Stat-
en Island’.

Pete has been 
very open about

paparazzi while dating her ex Justin 
Bieber.

She opened up about how she had 

the blues at the time in a reaction to 
throwback footage of herself posted 
on social media showing her getting 
snapped by photographs and posing 
with a fan.

The TikTok clip was set to her ex 
Justin’s song ‘Company’, with a cap-
tion the video saying: “I know and 
so do you that at the time she would 
never have gotten engaged to Benny 
(Blanco) (when) she was in her IT 
GIRL era’.

Text over the video also said Sele-

na’s former self “would never date 
Benny Blanco”.

The singer dated Justin, 30, on and 
off for eight years and a few months 
after she and Justin split in 2018 he 
married Hailey Bieber, 27, with whom 
he is expecting his first child – some-
thing Selena has not publicly com-
mented on.
