Iran launched around 180 
missiles at Israel yesterday 
in response to the killings 

of Tehran-backed militant lead-
ers, prompting alarm across the 
region and vows of retaliation.

Most of the missiles were in-
tercepted by Israeli air defences 
or by allied air forces before they 
reached Israel.

“Missiles were launched from 
Iran towards the State of Isra-
el,” the Israeli military said in 
a statement, as sirens sounded 
nationwide, announcing after 
about an hour that the attack 
was over with a “large number” 
of missiles intercepted.

Israeli medics reported two 
people were lightly injured 
by shrapnel in the coun-
try’s centre, while in 
the occupied West 
Bank, a Palestinian 
was killed in Jer-
icho “when piec-
es of a rocket fell 
from the sky and 
hit him”, the city’s 
governor Hussein Ha-
mayel told AFP.

Second direct attack
It was Iran’s second direct 

attack on Israel after a missile 
and drone attack in April in re-
sponse to a deadly Israeli air 
strike on the Iranian consulate 
in Damascus.

Iran’s Rev-
o l u t i o n -
a r y  G u a r d s 

said they had 
launched a mis-

sile attack on “three 
military bases” around 

Israel’s commercial hub Tel 
Aviv.

They said the attack was in 
response to Israel’s killing of 
Hezbollah leader Hassan Nas-
rallah last week as well as the 
death of Hamas leader Ismail 
Haniyeh in a Tehran bombing 

widely blamed on Israel.
UN chief Antonio Guterres 

condemned the “broadening 
conflict in the Middle East”, 
saying in a statement: “This 
must stop. We absolutely need 
a ceasefire.”

US Secretary of State Antony 
Blinken said the Iranian attack 
was “unacceptable” and called 
on the whole world to condemn 
it.

Israeli airspace was closed 
for several hours with all flights 
diverted, a spokesman for the 

airport authority said.
Iraq, Lebanon and Jordan, 

which lie between Iran and Is-
rael, closed their airspace too.

Blasts
As the missiles made their way 

to Israel from the east, blasts 
were heard over the Jordanian 
capital Amman, as Israel’s allies 
moved to intercept them, an AFP 
correspondent said.

Jordan said its air defences re-
sponded to missiles and drones.

US President Joe Biden or-

dered the military to “aid Israel’s 
defence” and shoot down Ira-
nian missiles, the White House 
said.

While Iran-backed groups 
across the region had already 
been drawn into the Gaza war, 
sparked by Palestinian group 
Hamas’s October 7 attack on 
Israel, Tehran had largely re-
frained from direct attacks on 
its regional foe.

Consequences
Israeli military spokesman 

Daniel Hagari said the latest 
Iranian attack will have conse-
quences, saying “we have plans, 
and we will operate at the place 
and time we decide”.

Iran’s Revolutionary Guards 
said that “If the Zionist regime 
reacts to Iranian operations, it 
will face crushing attacks”, ac-
cording to a statement carried 
by the Fars news agency.

French Prime Minister Michel 
Barnier said he was concerned 
about “a direct conflict that 
seems to be underway between 
Iran and Israel”.

Germany’s Foreign Minister 
Annalena Baerbock said on so-
cial media platform X that the 
attack was “leading the region 
further towards the abyss”.

Anger in Nepal as 
flood toll hits 225

Survivors of the monsoon 
floods that ravaged Ne-

Deadly floods and land-
slides are common across 
South Asia during the mon-
soon season from June to 
September but experts say 
climate change is making 
them worse.

Entire neighbourhoods in 
the capital Kathmandu were 
inundated at the weekend, 
along with villages in re-
mote pockets of the Hima-
layan country that were still 
awaiting relief efforts.

“There is no road, so no 
one has come,” Mira KC, 
who lives in a village in Ka-
vre district to Kathmandu’s 
east, told AFP.

In an inspiring move towards 
a greener future, the King-
dom of Bahrain has officially 

launched the ‘Buthoor Al Bah-
rain’ initiative, a collaborative ef-
fort spearheaded by the Ministry 
of Municipalities and Agricul-
ture, UN-Habitat, and the Food 
and Agriculture Organization of 
the United Nations (FAO), among 
other partners.

This ambitious campaign was 
unveiled yesterday at the Gulf 
Convention Center, coinciding 
with World Urban October and 
in alignment with World Habitat 
Day on October 7th.

The initiative aims to raise 
awareness about the critical im-
portance of tree planting and 
the vital role of vegetation in 
environmental protection and 
the development of sustainable 
urban communities.

With a national afforestation 
target of doubling the number 

of trees in Bahrain by 2035, the 
Kingdom is setting its sights on 
a remarkable goal of planting 3.6 
million trees.

Call to action for all
‘Buthoor Al Bahrain’ extends 

its reach to the entire commu-
nity, including expatriates, by 
inviting them to join the national 
initiative under the guidance of 
His Majesty King Hamad bin Isa 
Al Khalifa and His Royal High-
ness Prince Salman bin Hamad 
Al Khalifa, the Crown Prince 
and Prime Minister.

His Excellency Eng. Wael bin 
Nasser Al Mubarak, Minister 
of Municipalities Affairs and 
Agriculture, expressed enthusi-
asm about the initiative, stating, 
“This initiative opens a window 
to encourage the community to 
engage with the national plan. 

Over 350,000 trees have been 
planted in the past two years, 
paving the way to double the 
number of trees in the Kingdom 
by 2035.”

While reducing carbon emis-
sions is one of the benefits of

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Deduction dilemma
Government rejects parliamentary proposal to eliminate 1% 

salary slice for unemployment insurance fund

The government has of-
ficially rejected a par-
liamentary proposal to 

eliminate the 1% salary deduc-
tion contributing to the unem-
ployment insurance fund.

The government’s response 
outlines several key reserva-
tions regarding the proposed 
replacement of this deduction 
with revenue from Value Added 
Tax (VAT).

The government’s rejection 
centers on four main points:

1. Impact on State Finances: 
The government argues that 
VAT revenue, while significant, 
is insufficient to fully compen-
sate for the loss of the 1% salary 
deduction.

Allocating a substantial por-
tion of VAT revenue to the un-
employment insurance fund 
would create a shortfall in fund-
ing for vital development and 
economic projects.

2. Increased Indirect Taxa-
tion: Redirecting VAT revenue 
to cover the unemployment 
insurance fund would lead to 
a de facto increase in indirect 
taxation on citizens.

T h i s ,  t h e  g o v e r n m e n t 
warns, would negatively im-
pact purchasing power, in-

creasing the cost of living and 
potentially sparking public  
discontent.

3. Ensuring the Sustainability 
of the Unemployment Insur-
ance Fund: While acknowledg-
ing the importance of maintain-
ing the unemployment insur-
ance fund’s sustainability, the 
government believes replacing 
the deduction with VAT revenue 
is not the optimal solution.

Instead, it proposes exploring 
alternative solutions, such as 
reviewing the current deduc-
tion system or seeking addition-
al funding sources, to support 
the fund without impacting 
general revenue or burdening 
citizens with additional taxes.

4. Need for More Compre-
hensive Financial Proposals: 
The government urged the 
legislature to consider more 
comprehensive proposals that 
address the financial situation 
of the unemployment insurance 
fund holistically.

Balanced approach
This should involve a bal-

anced approach to protecting 
citizens’ income while ensuring 
the fund’s long-term viability.

The government suggests 
that reforms should include 
a comprehensive review of 
the pension and tax systems 
to achieve social and financial 
justice.

Tamkeen Unveils New Wage Support 
Tracks for National Employment Program

Following the huge suc-
cess of its wage support 

programme in incentivizing 
companies to employ Bahraini 
nationals, the Labour Fund 
(Tamkeen) said yesterday that 
it is expanding the National 
Employment Program by in-
troducing two new wage sup-
port tracks.

These updates, designed to 
enhance the Ministry of La-
bour’s Jobs+ initiative, provide 
fresh options for companies to 
receive financial support when 
hiring local talent.

The newly introduced tracks 
offer employers the choice be-
tween two support schemes: 
a 50% wage subsidy for three 
years or a 30% subsidy for five 
years. This adds to the existing 
option, which currently pro-
vides 70% wage support in the 
first year, followed by 50% in 
the second year, and 30% in the 
third year.

Facilitating employment 
Her Excellency Ms. Maha 

Abdulhameed Mofeez, Chief 
Executive of Tamkeen, em-
phasized the Labour Fund’s 
commitment to facilitating the 

employment of Bahrainis.
“Supporting Bahraini talent 

remains one of our top prior-
ities. We continually strive to 
provide programs that align 

with labour market demands, 
ensuring local talent has access 
to job opportunities that match 
their skills and qualifications,” 
she said.

She added that these en-
hancements to the National 
Employment Program create 
an environment that fosters 
growth and opportunities for 
Bahrainis, contributing to the 
long-term goal of making them 
the preferred choice for em-
ployment.

Comprehensive platform
The Ministry of Labour’s 

Jobs+ program, launched ear-
lier this year in collaboration 
with the private sector, pro-
vides a comprehensive platform 
to connect Bahraini job seekers 
with private sector opportu-
nities.

Job seekers, whether regis-
tered with the Ministry of La-
bour or not, can access a range 
of services including career 
counselling, job matching, and 
personalized follow-ups to se-
cure sustainable employment.

Companies posting vacancies 
on the Jobs+ platform benefit 
from wage subsidies and other 
support packages for hiring lo-
cal talent.

Travel agency owner on trial 
for misusing customer funds

The Lower Criminal Court 
has commenced proceed-

ings against a travel agency 
owner accused of embezzling 
funds from customer travel 
bookings to Iraq and operating 
an unlicensed tourism office. 

During the court session, the 
defendant, who is currently in 
custody, appeared in person 
and confessed to the charges 
against him.

The court has set the date of 
October 10 to deliver its verdict 
on the case.

Details of the case reveal that 
the Public Prosecution received 
complaints from several citi-
zens regarding the travel agen-
cy owner.

Travel bookings
The victims had contracted 

him to organise and manage 
their travel bookings to Iraq. 

The defendant collected ex-
penses for travel and accommo-

dation in three cities but failed 
to remit those payments to the 
service providers.

This negligence resulted in 
hotels confiscating the victims’ 
passports, preventing them 
from departing for a certain 
period.

Lack of reservations 
Additionally, they were una-

ble to complete their trip due to 
the defendant’s lack of reserva-
tions for their stay and travel.

Upon receiving the com-
plaints, the Public Prosecu-

tion initiated an investigation, 
hearing testimonies from the 
victims and requesting inquir-
ies from the Economic Crime 
Prevention Directorate within 
the Ministry of Interior about 
the circumstances surrounding 
the incident.

During the interrogation, 
the defendant admitted to not 
paying the travel and accom-
modation expenses and ac-
knowledged that he had used 
the funds provided by the 
victims to settle his personal  
debts.

Real estate trading value in Bahrain grows

The total value of real estate 
transactions in Bahrain has 

surpassed BD816 million from 
the beginning of the year un-
til September 30, 2024, with 
a total of 19,149 transactions 
recorded.

This was revealed by recent 
statistics from the Survey and 
Land Registration Bureau 

(SLRB). August emerged as the 
month with the highest trading 
activity so far in 2024, regis-
tering 2,882 transactions and a 
trading value of BD80 million.

Robust interest
This peak indicates a robust 

interest in the real estate mar-
ket during that period.

In contrast, September saw 
a decline in both the value of 

real estate transactions and the 
number of deals.

The total trading value for 
September amounted to BD74 
million, with 2,391 transactions 
processed.

Busiest day
In terms of daily transac-

tion volumes, September 1 was 
the busiest day, recording 252 
transactions. 

This was closely followed by 
September 17, which saw 247 
transactions, and September 25 
with 208 transactions.

Conversely, the slowest trad-
ing day was September 11, with 
only 32 transactions, followed 
by September 29 with 49 trans-
actions, and September 23 with 
55 transactions.

This growth highlights the 
resilience and ongoing interest in 
Bahrain’s real estate market, even 

amidst fluctuations in monthly 
activity.

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Green light for green space
Maqabah’s new solar-powered sports park approved by Ministry of Municipalities Affairs

Maqabah is preparing to 
open its fourth green 
space — a solar-pow-

ered park equipped with mod-
ern sports facilities approved by 
the Ministry of Municipalities 
Affairs.

Northern Municipal Council 
member Tariq Al Farsani re-
vealed that his 2023 proposal 
for a park on municipal land has 
gained initial approval from the 
ministry.

Located in Block 513, the park 
promises to be a major attrac-
tion, featuring solar-powered 
lighting and cutting-edge rec-
reational amenities.

The park’s design, revealed 
through a 3D rendering, shows 
several attractions, including a 
full-sized football pitch and a 
children’s playground, making 
it a family-friendly spot.

Plans for shaded seating areas 
and walkways further enhance 
its appeal as a relaxing retreat 
for visitors.

The total area of the park will 
be 8,824 square metres, with 
the children’s playground cov-
ering 1,650 square metres and 
the padel court occupying 200 
square metres.

Contemporary conveniences

Al Farsani explained that the 
park will meet the needs of the 
area’s growing population, of-
fering top-tier sports facilities 
and contemporary conveni-

ences.
He stated: “This is a fresh ad-

dition to the region. The park 
will house a padel court, sports 
fields, and other features that 
reflect modern standards. We 
aim to establish one of the top 
parks in the area.”

“One of the key elements is 
its focus on sustainability, with 
solar-powered lighting through-
out. This ties into Bahrain’s 
broader shift towards greener 
public spaces,” Al Farsani told 
The Daily Tribune.

The park will also include 
designated parking areas to 
ensure easy access. Its expan-
sive green spaces and carefully 
planned landscaping respond 
to the increasing demand for 
eco-friendly urban develop-
ments.

Al Farsani added, “The pro-
ject is now in the tender prepa-
ration phase, which will be 
launched soon, and we expect 

to start work at the beginning 
of next year.”

Al Farsani thanked His Excel-
lency Wael Al Mubarak, Min-
ister of Municipalities Affairs, 
and Undersecretary Shaikh Mo-
hammed bin Ahmed Al Khalifa, 
for their swift response to the 
proposal.

Green spaces 
He remarked: “Their quick 

action on this highlights the 
growing importance of ex-
panding green spaces across 
Bahrain.”

He also stressed the impor-
tance of parks in providing 
recreational opportunities for 
residents and noted how this 
project aligns with Bahrain’s 
vision for sustainable develop-
ment.

He added: “These projects are 
part of a broader effort to create 
healthier, more liveable envi-
ronments for our communities.”

Livestock farmers face 
uncertainty as bran  
price increase looms

Bahrain Flour Mills Compa-
ny’s decision to postpone 

price hikes on its unregulated 
products has ended, leaving 
livestock farmers in uncer-
tainty.

The company cited recent 
capacity expansions,  in-
creased operating costs, and 
rising global wheat prices as 
reasons for the delayed price 
adjustments. While the com-
pany maintains that prices of 
its controlled flour products 
will remain unchanged, the de-
cision to increase other prod-
ucts, particularly wheat bran, 
has created concerns.

Livestock sector
This uncertainty is particu-

larly acute for the livestock 
sector.

Abdulrahman Al Mutawa, 
Chairman of the Livestock 
Breeders and Traders Com-
mittee, has appealed to His 
Royal Highness Prince Sal-
man bin Hamad Al Khalifa, the 

Crown Prince and Prime Min-
ister, for urgent intervention.

He emphasised the criti-
cal role of the livestock sec-
tor in national food security 
and called for crucial support 
measures, including the re-
moval of feed taxes to miti-
gate the impact of rising bran 
prices.  

Expansion plans
Meanwhile, MP Mohammed 

Al Ma’arifi welcomed Bahrain 
Food Holding Company’s ex-
pansion plans but stressed the 
need for greater transparency 
regarding wheat bran pricing.

He argued that wheat bran, a 
byproduct of flour production, 
should be included among 
subsidised products, ensuring 
its affordability for livestock 
farmers and maintaining sta-
ble meat prices.

He highlighted the inher-
ent conflict between the flour 
mill’s need to increase prices 
and the vital role of affordable 
bran in supporting the live-
stock sector and national food 
security.

Budaiya Park plans stalled by water and cash shortages

Residents of Budaiya are 
still left waiting for the 

long-promised park as plans to 
clean and develop the area stall 
due to financial constraints and 
water shortages, despite it being 
earmarked for the 2025 develop-
ment scheme.

Northern Municipality Direc-
tor General, Engineer Lamya Al 
Fadhel, disclosed that cleaning 
and landscaping work for Bu-
daiya Park in Block 552 has been 

included in the municipality’s 
fourth set of proposed projects.

A budget request has been 
lodged as part of the 2025 devel-
opment plan, but final approval 
remains in limbo.

In a response to the Northern 
Municipal Council, Al Fadhel 
assured the council that they 
would be informed once the plan 
gets the green light, along with 
any further updates.

Three-year prison term 
for finger-biting attack

The High Appeals 
Court has up-

Germany inaugurates IBM's first 
European quantum data centre

Ehingen, Germany

Chancellor Olaf Scholz yes-
terday inaugurated US firm 

IBM's first quantum data cen-
tre in Europe, saying Germany 
aims to be at the forefront of 
the revolutionary technology.

The centre -- IBM's first 
outside the United States, 
and located in Ehningen, near 
Stuttgart -- will allow dozens 
of European companies and 
research institutes to gain ac-
cess to its quantum systems.

While still in its early stag-
es, scientists believe that su-
per-fast quantum computing 
will eventually be able to 
power innovation in a range 
of fields, from smarter encryp-
tion software to artificial in-
telligence.

Scholz hailed the data centre 
as "good news for Germany", 
adding that Europe's biggest 
economy needs such "key 

technologies".
"It is precisely these future 

fields where we have to be at 
the forefront, where we must 
not be dependent on others," 
he said. Quantum research is 
seen as a critical field and both 
the United States and China 
have been investing heavily 
in the area, while Washington 
has also placed restrictions 
on the export of the sensitive 
technology.

Olivier Ezratty, an inde-
pendent expert in quantum 
technologies, told AFP that pri-
vate and public investment in 
the field have totalled around 
$20 billion worldwide over 
the past five years.The centre 
in Germany consists of two 
quantum computers linked 
to quantum processors. One 
of the computers at the site 
was inaugurated in 2021 by 
Scholz's predecessor, Angela 
Merkel, and was the first in 
Germany.

 u North Korean leader 
Kim Jong Un would face the end 
of his regime if he ever used his 
isolated country’s nuclear weapons 
against the South, Seoul’s president 
said yesterday. President Yoon 
Suk Yeol was speaking at an event 
to mark the anniversary of the 
founding of South Korea’s armed 
forces, with a military parade and fighter 
jet flyover in central Seoul scheduled for 
later in the day. “If North Korea attempts 
to use nuclear weapons, it will face the 
resolute and overwhelming response of 
our military,” Yoon said, addressing 5,300 
service members gathered at Seoul Air Base for the celebration. “That day will 
mark the end of the North Korean regime,” he added, pointing to the strength 
of the country’s security alliance with the United States, which stations tens of 
thousands of troops in the South.

u Jimmy Carter celebrated his 100th birthday on Tuesday -- the first ever 
US president to reach the century mark and another extraordinary milestone for 

the one-time peanut farmer who found his way to the 
White House. Carter’s longevity -- he began hospice care 
at his home in Plains, Georgia, more than 19 months 
ago -- has defied all expectations. No longer regularly 
appearing in public, the Democratic ex-president will 
spend his birthday in the home he and his late wife 
Rosalynn had built in Plains in the 1960s. It will include 

a lunch with some 20 members of his extended family, 
according to the Atlanta Journal-Constitution. 

Mexico’s new President Claudia Sheinbaum on Tuesday 
promised to protect the rights of investors as she took 
office as the country’s first woman leader, following 
a backlash over recent 

judicial reforms. “I say this very clearly, be assured 
that the investments of national and foreign 
shareholders will be safe in our country,” Sheinbaum 
said in an inaugural speech in Congress. She said that 
her government would “guarantee all freedoms” 
including those of expression, the press, assembly 
and movement. The reforms enacted by Sheinbaum’s 
predecessor and close ally Andres Manuel Lopez 
Obrador will make Mexico the world’s only country to 
elect all judges by popular vote. The changes, which 
critics argued would make it easier for politicians and 
organized crime to influence the courts, upset foreign 
investors as well as key trade partners the United States and Canada.

European airlines extend suspension 
of Middle East flights
Frankfurt, Germany

To p  E u ro p e a n  a i r l i n e s 
Lufthansa, KLM and Swiss 

announced Tuesday they were 
extending their suspension of 
flights to the Middle East, as 
tensions spiral throughout the 
region.

KLM has pushed out until the 
end of the year the suspension 
of its once-daily flight to Tel 
Aviv “given the situation in the 
region,” spokeswoman Elvira 
van der Vis told AFP.

The Dutch airline had already 
announced in August that it was 
suspending flights to Israel until 
October 26.

Earlier Tuesday, German air-
line group Lufthansa said it was 
suspending flights to Beirut up 

to and including November 30.
Lufthansa group flights to Tel 

Aviv will be cancelled until Oc-
tober 31 while trips to Tehran 
remain cancelled until October 
14.

The Lufthansa group -- whose 
carriers also include Swiss In-
ternational Air Lines, Austrian 
Airlines and Brussels Airlines 
-- has repeatedly modified its 
flight schedule in recent months 
due to heightened tensions in 
the Middle East, as have other 
airlines.

Fol lowing the  example 
of its parent company, Swiss 
said the extension of its flight 
suspensions was “intended to 
provide more predictability for 
both our passengers and our  
crews”.

New NATO chief Rutte dismisses 
Trump fears, vows Ukraine support

Brussels, Belgium

New NATO chief Mark Rutte 
on Tuesday downplayed 

fears over a  potential Donald 
Trump victory in the US pres-
idential election and pledged 
to keep backing Ukraine, as 
he assumed leadership of the 
world’s most powerful military 
alliance.

The former Dutch prime 
minister steps into the role at 
a pivotal moment, as Russia 
presses its war in Ukraine, Chi-
na flexes its growing might -- 
and just weeks before US voters 
choose a new leader.

“I’m determined to prepare 
NATO for the challenges of the 
future,” Rutte said as he for-
mally took over as secretary 
general from Norway’s Jens 

Stoltenberg at NATO’s Brussels 
headquarters.

The outcome of the No-
vember 5 US vote is set to be 
the straight-talking 57-year-
old’s first major test -- and 
will shape his initial four-year 
term.

On the campaign trail, for-
mer president Trump has 
threatened not to protect NATO 
members who do not spend 
enough on defence and prom-
ised a quick deal with Russian 
President Vladimir Putin to 
end to the war in Ukraine.

“I’m not worried. I know 
both candidates very well. I 
worked for four years with 
Donald Trump. He was the 
one pushing us to spend 
more, and he achieved,” Rutte  
said.

US President Joe Biden or-
dered the US military on 
Tuesday to “aid Israel’s 

defense” and shoot down Irani-
an missiles targeting Israel, the 
White House said.

Biden and Vice President 
Kamala Harris, the Democrat-
ic nominee in next month’s US 
presidential election, are both 
monitoring Iran’s attack on Israel 
from the White House situation 
room, it said.

“President Biden directed 
the US military to aid Israel’s de-
fense against Iranian attacks and 
shoot down missiles that are tar-
geting Israel,” the White House 
said in a statement.

A call that Biden had scheduled 
with rabbis yesterday ahead of 
the Jewish high holiday season 
-- which begins later this week 
with Rosh Hashanah, the Jewish 
new year -- had been postponed 

to another day, a White House 
official said.

The United States and oth-
er western allies also stepped 
in to help defend Israel against 
a  c o m b i n e d  I r a n i a n  m i s -
sile and drone attack in April, 
which Tehran launched in re-
taliation for an Israeli strike 
on the Iranian consulate in  
Damascus.

Early Tuesday, the Israeli 
military said troops had started 
“targeted ground raids” in south 
Lebanon, across Israel’s north-
ern border, though officials have 
provided few details of the scale 
of the operation or its timeframe.

The Israeli ground offensive 
came despite growing calls for 
de-escalation after a week of 
air strikes that killed hundreds 
in Lebanon, including Hassan 

Nasrallah, the powerful leader 
of Iran-backed militant group 
Hezbollah.

Iran has said Nasrallah’s killing 
will bring about Israel’s “destruc-
tion”, though the foreign ministry 
said Monday that Tehran would 
not deploy any troops to con-
front Israel. The Pentagon said 

the United States was boosting 
its forces in the Middle East by a 
“few thousand” troops.

In Lebanon, the UN peacekeep-
ing mission said the Israeli offen-
sive did not amount to a “ground 
incursion” and Hezbollah denied 
any troops had crossed the bor-
der.

Germany says Iran’s attack on Israel ‘must stop immediately’

Germany demanded yester-

“I condemn the ongoing attack

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Jaiswal leads India to remarkable victory in rain-hit Bangladesh Test

• Bangladesh bundled 
out for 146 on final day

• India chases 
down 95-run target 
in just 104 balls

• Jaiswal scores second

Yashasvi Jaiswal smashed 
51 yesterday as India 
pulled off a remarkable 

seven-wicket victory over Bang-
ladesh in a rain-hit second Test 
in Kanpur that lost two-and-a-
half days to bad weather.

The hosts bundled out Bang-
ladesh for 146 before lunch on 
the fifth and final day and, need-
ing 95 for victory, reached 98-3 
in just 104 balls in the second 
session.

“To be honest we had to think 
a lot to keep the game moving 
forward,” said skipper Rohit 

Sharma.
“When we came on day four, 

we wanted to get them out as 
early as possible and see what 
we can do with the bat.”

Jaiswal reached his second 
fifty of the match in 43 balls in-

cluding eight fours and one six 
before falling to Taijul Islam, 
ending a 58-run stand with Virat 
Kohli.

Former captain Kohli hit 29 
and was there at the end as 
Rishabh Pant hit the winning 

boundary.
Bangladesh spinner Me-

hidy Hasan Miraz had earlier 
removed Rohit, for eight, and 
Shubman Gill, for six.

The series victory extends In-
dia’s lead at the top of the World 
Test Championship rankings 
ahead of Australia in second.

India rode on Jaiswal’s 72-run 
blitz in the first innings to force 
a result in a match which saw no 
play on Saturday and Sunday be-
cause of rain and a wet outfield.

‘We didn’t bat well’ 
Bangladesh resumed their 

second innings on 26-2 on the 
final day, 26 runs behind, but the 
batting fell apart during the first 
session, with opener Shadman 
Islam top scoring on 50.

“We didn’t bat well,” admitted 
Bangladesh captain Najmul Hos-
sain Shanto.

“If you look at all our batters, 
they played 30 to 40 balls and 
then got out. It’s important for 
one batsman to get big runs.”

Ashwin, fellow spinner Ravin-
dra Jadeja and fast bowler Jas-
prit Bumrah took three wickets 
apiece.

Mushfiqur Rahim frustrated 
India to delay the lunch break 
and was last man out when Bum-
rah bowled him for 37.

Off-spinner Ashwin broke 
through in the third over of the 
day when he had first-innings 
centurion Mominul Haque 
caught at leg slip by KL Rahul 
for two.

Left-arm spinner Jadeja, who 
had taken his 300th Test wicket 
on Monday, struck in his first 
over of the day when he bowled 

Najmul, who had made 19.
Shadman reached his fifty off 

97 balls but fell almost immedi-
ately after to fast bowler Akash 
Deep.

Jadeja also picked up the 
wicket of veteran all-rounder 
Shakib Al Hasan, caught and 
bowled without scoring, in what 
could be the former captain’s 
last Test for Bangladesh.

Shakib, 37, announced his in-
ternational retirement ahead of 
the match, which could be his 
swansong if he is unable to re-
turn home for a scheduled South 
Africa series.
