
Sandra Bullock ‘ready to get back’ to Hollywood 
after taking a break to deal with personal tragedy

Sandra Bullock is “ready to 
get back in the game”.

The ‘Speed’ star is reportedly 
gearing up to return to Holly-
wood after taking a two-year hi-
atus to raise her family - which 
consists of her two kids Louis, 
14, and Layla, 11 - and care her 
late partner Bryan Randall, who 
passed away almost a year ago 
at the age of 57 following a short 
battle with ALS.

A source told this week’s edi-
tion of US Weekly: “She gradu-
ally reemerging into public life.

“She’s excited about what the 
future holds. She’s ready to get 
back in the game.”

Another insider noted that 
the ‘Lost City’ star had endured 
one of the “hardest times” of 
her life following the death of 
her partner and that she needed 
time off.

The source said: “Sandra 
needed the break to be with 
her family and Bryan.”

Meanwhile, Sandra previous-
ly insisted that he was the “love 
of her life” while talking about 
her lack of urgency to get mar-
ried during a 2021 appearance 
on ‘Red Table Talk’ with Jada 
Pinkett-Smith.

At the time, she said: “We 
share two beautiful children — 
three children, his older daugh-
ter [Skylar, 30]. It’s the best 

thing ever. I don’t 
need a paper to be 
a devoted partner… 
I don’t need to be 
told to weather 
a storm with a 
good man. He’s 
the example that 
I would want my 
children to have.”

M e a n w h i l e , 
Camila previous-
ly revealed that 
she’s “really into 
Buddhism”.

found various “mechanisms” 
to cope with the pressures of 
fame and success.

Camila - who embarked on a 
solo career after quitting Fifth 
Harmony in 2016 - said on the 
‘Armchair Expert’ podcast: “I 
don’t think I would’ve changed 
when I started [ in the music 
industry], because so many 
parts of my personality today 
are because of the tools and 
the skills and ... some adaptive 
and some maladaptive mecha-

nisms that I had to 
develop to survive 
and thrive.

“For example, 
I’m really into 
Buddhism. That 
would have nev-
e r  h a p p e n e d , 
because I need

Jamie Lee Curtis has apol-
ogised for her dig at the

The 65-year-old actress 

was unimpressed by the 
comic book movie franchise 
- which will kick off Phase 6 
with the release of ‘The Fan-
tastic Four: First Steps’ - and 
labelled it “bad” when asked 
during the San Diego Com-
ic-Con, but she has since 
spoken to the franchise’s 
head producer and vowed 
to no longer “compete” for 
attention online.

She wrote on X: “My 
comments about Marvel 

were stupid and I will do better. 
I’ve reached out to Kevin Feige 
and will no longer play in that 
mud slinging sandbox of com-
petition we call the internet nor 
will I engage in the toilet paper 
promotion or game play that is 
designed for clicks not content 
or conversation. (sic)”

In recent years, the ‘Freaky 
Friday’ star has complained 
about the state of the franchise 
openly on social media.

She previously compared 
‘Doctor Strange in the Multi-
verse of Madness’ unfavourably 
to her own movie ‘Everything 
Everywhere All At Once’, for 
which she won an Oscar.

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US rapper Travis Scott arrested 
in Paris after fight: prosecutors

US rapper Travis Scott was 
arrested early Friday over 
a fight at a five-star hotel 

in the French capital, prosecu-
tors said.

“Policemen were called to the 
Georges V hotel and arrested 
Travis Scott for violence against 
a security agent. The latter had 
intervened to separate the rap-
per from his bodyguard,” the 
Paris prosecutor’s office said in 
a statement.

It was not immediately clear if 
the 33-year-old singer was being 
detained.

Scott was seen attending 

the Olympics men’s basket-
ball semi-finals on Thursday 
evening.

The music star, whose real 
name is Jacques Bermon Web-
ster, was arrested in Miami 
Beach in June for trespassing 
and disorderly intoxication, re-
cords showed.

Scott’s “Utopia” was a nom-
inee for best rap album at this 
year’s Grammy Awards.

Other endeavours include 
merchandising deals with Nike, 
video game maker Epic Games 
and McDonald’s fast food.

Scott has two children with 
social media giant and business
