Brazil held by Venezuela as
Argentina stay 100 percent

Astunning 85th-minute
equalizer from Eduard
Bello earned Venezuela a rare
draw at Brazil while world
champions Argentina made
it three wins out of three in
South American World Cup
qualifying with a hard-earned
1-0 win over a determined Par-
aguay on Thursday.

Darwin Nunez struck a stop-
page time penalty as Uruguay
fought back for a 2-2 draw
with Colombia in Barranquil-
la while Ecuador got their first
points with a last gasp 2-1 win
at Bolivia and Chile beat Peru
2-0.

A third-minute goal from
Nicolas Otamendi was just
enough for Lionel Scaloni’s
Argentina, with Lionel Mes-
si coming off in the bench in
the second half and hitting the
woodwork twice.

Brazil have never lost to
Venezuela in a competitive
fixture and have only once
before, in 2009, failed to beat
the Vinotinto in World Cup

qualifying, but they were left
frustrated after Bello’s brilliant
late leveller.

Brazil took the lead when
Neymar had a shot pushed
wide in the 49th minute and
from the resulting corner,
taken by the striker, Arsenal
defender Gabriel rose at the
near post to angle home a fine
header.

The goal forced Venezue-
la into a more adventurous
approach and Wilker Angel
flashed a header just wide
from a 62nd-minute corner.

Rodrygo then found himself
in a great position in the box
but the Real Madrid winger
blasted his shot into the side
netting.

With five minutes left, the
home crowd in Cuiaba were
left stunned when Jefferson
Savarino whipped in a cross
and Bello lept acrobatically to
blast a spectacular overhead
kick past Ederson.

The result leaves Brazil in
second place in the 10-team
qualifying standings, two
ahead of Colombia and two
behind Argentina.

rigor Dimitrov said he
was playing some of the
best tennis in his career as he
marched into the Shanghai

Masters semi-finals yesterday .

and a clash with Andrey Rublev.

The 18th seed from Bulgaria
did not face a single break point
in defeating big-serving Nicolas
Jarry of Chile 7-6 (7/2), 6-4 in
their quarter-final.

The 32-year-old Dimitrov,
whose last ATP title was six
years ago, faces Rublev in the
last four after the Russian swept
past France’s Ugo Humbert 6-2,
6-3 in 90 minutes.

Saturday’s other semi-final is
between Poland’s 16th seed Hu-
bert Hurkacz and 26th-seeded
American Sebastian Korda.

Dimitrov defeated top seed
Carlos Alcaraz in the last 16 and
the draw has opened up, with
Rublev the only player in the
world’s top 10 still left.

Asked if he was playing his
best since 2017, when he won
four titles including the sea-
son-ending ATP Finals, Dimitrov
replied: “I think one of the best
seasons, absolutely, no doubt
about that.”

been in China for a month, hav-
ing also reached the semi-finals
in Chengdu and quarter-finals at
the China Open in Beijing.

Ruthless Rublev

In front of the watching Roger
Federer, who was back at the
tournament he won twice for
a fan event, fifth seed Rublev
made fairly light work of 32nd
seed Humbert.

Rublev is two victories away
from a second Masters title of
the season, having clinched the
Monte Carlo crown in April.

The 25-year-old is yet to drop
a set in four matches in Shang-
hai but he is wary of the in-form

Dimitrov, someone he describes
as a friend.

Rublev was irritated by spec-
tators he said were more busy
watching Federer in the stands
than the match.

But the Russian was more en-
thusiastic about his dismissal
of Humbert, who was always
on the back foot and lost the
last four games in a row as he
tumbled out of the tournament
with a whimper.

It was a measure of revenge
for the efficient Rublev, having
lost to the Frenchman in three
sets in the China Open last 16 a
fortnight ago.

China’s Zheng Qinwen makes ‘big step’ to Zhengzhou last four

heng Qinwen called it “a big

step” after advancing to her
third semi-final of the year with
a 6-3, 6-2 win over Ukrainian
Anhelina Kalinina at the Zheng-
zhou Open yesterday.

The 21-year-old rising Chi-
nese star is fresh off a statement
summer during which she lift-
ed a maiden WTA trophy and
reached a first Grand Slam quar-
ter-final at the US Open.

Up next is arematch with Jas-
mine Paolini, who lost to the
world number 24 in the Palermo
final in July.

“It’s been a long time I didn’t
arrive to the semi-finals at a
WTA 500 tournament so this
is a big step for me again,” said
Zheng, who won Asian Games
gold this month.

“It was a tough match against
Paolini in Palermo, I think she’s
really difficult to beat. She’s a
good fighter.”

Facing Kalinina for the first
time at tour level and third time
overall, Zheng dropped just four
points behind her first serve en
route to grabbing the 41-minute

opening set.

A marathon third game in the
second set saw Kalinina save six
break points but she faltered on
the seventh to hand Zheng a 2-1
advantage.

That was all the home favour-
ite needed to cruise to victory.

Paolini defeated Germany’s
Laura Siegemund 6-0, 7-5 in one
hour and 44 minutes to reach
her second WTA semi-final of
the year.

“I’'m feeling good, I’'m playing

a good level and ’'m very happy
to be in the semi-finals,” said
Paolini, who knocked out sixth
seed Caroline Garcia in the pre-
vious round and is competing at
her highest ranking of 31.

Former French Open cham-
pion Barbora Krejcikova spent
just 45 minutes on court before
securing passage to the semi-fi-
nals when Lesia Tsurenko re-
tired after dropping the first
set 6-3.

The Ukrainian qualifier was

suffering a back problem.

Krejcikova will square off
with eighth seed Daria Kasat-
kina for a place in the Zheng-
zhou final.

Kasatkina was handed a walk-
over into the last four after the
withdrawal of her Tunisian op-
ponent Ons Jabeur, who pulled
out of the tournament citing a
knee injury.

Jabeur will not be competing
at her home tournament in Mo-
nastir and is in a race to be fit for
the WTA Finals in Cancun at the
end of this month.
