King Charles’s coronation to 
feature 12 new pieces of music

Twelve newly commissioned pieces 
of music will play at the coronation 

of Britain’s King Charles at Westminster 
Abbey this May, including Greek Or-
thodox music, Buckingham Palace said, 
with the 18th century “Zadok the Priest” 
also to be featured.

Six orchestral commissions, five cho-
ral commissions and one organ com-
mission have been composed for the 
occasion, the palace said on Saturday, 
including a new Coronation Anthem 

by musical theatre impresario Andrew 
Lloyd Webber.

“A range of musical styles and per-
formers blend tradition, heritage and 
ceremony with new musical voices of 
today, reflecting The King’s life-long 
love and support of music and the arts,” 
the palace said in a statement.

It also said Charles requested Greek 
Orthodox music, which can be traced 
back to the Byzantine period, to be fea-
tured in the service in tribute to his fa-
ther, Prince Philip, who was born on the 
Greek island of Corfu. He died in 2021.

Sean Penn film 
‘Superpower’ 
catches Zelenskiy 
at moment of 
Russian invasion

Late in the evening of Feb. 
24, 2022, just some 15 

hours after Russia triggered 
its invasion of his country, 
Ukraine President Volody-
myr Zelenskiy found time 
to receive American actor 
Sean Penn.

Sitting in a bare, appar-
ently windowless room, 
Zelenskiy speculates on 
Vladimir Putin’s motives 
for the invasion in the cen-
tral scene of “Superpow-
er”, Penn’s feature-length 
profile of the president that 
premiered at the Berlin 
Film Festival on Friday.

“He wants us to be dead,” 
Zelenskiy says in the film. 
“He hates Ukraine. He hates 
us.”

In that moment, Penn 
said, he saw Zelenskiy’s 
transformation into the 
man of the hour. “He was 
born for that moment,” he 
told a news conference on 
Saturday.

Nearly one year into the 
invasion, Putin’s troops are 
still in Ukraine, intensify-
ing assaults in the east in 
what Moscow calls a “spe-
cial military operation” that 
has killed thousands and led 
millions to flee.

Directed by Penn and Aar-
on Kaufman, Penn’s movie 
opens in the months before 
the invasion, with Penn in-
trigued by a fellow actor’s 
transition from the film set 
to presidential office. The 
invasion dramatically rais-
es the stakes, turning the 
filmmakers into passionate 
advocates for Ukraine.

Bruce Willis’ 
family  ‘closer 
than ever’ As 
his condition 
worsens

Bruce Willis’ family has 
been circl ing their 

wagons since revealing 
the actor’s new diagnosis 
of frontotemporal demen-
tia (known as FTD). The 
67-year-old Die Hard actor 
and his tight-knit brood — 
including wife Emma Hem-
ing and his ex-wife Demi 
Moore — are all “closer than 
ever” following the tragic 
news, according to People. 
The outlet’s source also said 
that Emma is “grateful” for 
her “support system” as she 
attempts to protect her and 
Bruce’s young daughters, 
Mabel, 10, and Evelyn, 8, 
from the harsh realities of 
the rapidly debilitating dis-
ease.

“She is trying to make as 
many positive memories for 
them as she can,” the in-
sider explained of Emma’s 
efforts with the girls. “She 
wants them to remember 
Bruce as an amazing, fun 
dad. She wants them to 
have the best memories of 
him.” Along with Mabel and 
Evelyn, Bruce also shares 
three adult daughters with 
Demi:  Rumer, 34, Scout, 31, 
and Tallulah, 29.

The family released a 
statement on Thursday, 
February 16, to let fans 
know that Bruce’s condition 
had worsened. “Since we 
announced Bruce’s diagno-
sis of aphasia in spring 2022, 
Bruce’s condition has pro-
gressed and we now have 
a more specific diag-
nosis: frontotem-
poral dementia 
(known as FTD),” 
they wrote on the 
Association for 
Frontotempo-
ral Degenera-
tion website. 
“ U n f o r t u -
nately, chal-
lenges with 
communica-
tion are just 
one symptom 
of the disease 
Bruce faces. 
While this is 
painful, it is a 
relief to final-
ly have a clear 
diagnosis.”

Tessa Gourin  continues to

The New York-based ac-
