Shakira charged

with tax evasion for
the second time

hakira has been charged
with tax evasion for a sec-
ond time.

The ‘Hips Don’t Lie’ hit-
maker has been accused by
prosecutors in Spain of having
defrauded the state of state
of 6.7 million in 2018 after
she allegedly failed to declare
millions in advance payments
for her ‘El Dorado’ world tour,
amongst other payments.

The charges are due to the
fact Shakira was living with
then-partner Gerard Pique
and their two sons in Barcelo-
na in 2018 and therefore was
required to tax her interna-
tional revenue there, but she
is accused of having instead
divert her money to
“companies domi-
ciled in countries
with low taxation
and high opacity”.

The investiga-
tion was opened in
July 2023 but the
details have only
just been released.

The news comes
ahead of Shakira |
going on trial over
six separate alleged
tax crimes in the
Spanish city this No-
vember, having been
accused of failing to
pay 14.5 million in
tax between 2012

and 2014.

She has denied the charges
against her.

A representative for Sha-
kira said in a statement when
the case first made headlines:
“Shakira has always cooper-
ated and abided by the law,
demonstrating impeccable
conduct as an individual and
a taxpayer, and faithfully fol-
lowing the counsel of Price-
Waterhouse Coopers, a pres-
tigious and globally recognised
tax firm.

“Unfortunately, the Spanish
Tax Office, which loses one out
of every two lawsuits with its
taxpayers, continues to violate
her rights and pursue yet an-
other baseless case.

“Shakira is confident that

her innocence will be
proven by the end of
the judicial process.”
Earlier this month,
the 46-year-old pop
star expressed her

Potter’ actor Michael

Gambon dies aged 82

AFP | London

ritish-Irish actor Michael
Gambon, best known for

playing Albus Dumbledore in =
six of the eight “Harry Pot-

ter” films, has died in hospital
aged 82, his family announced
Thursday.

Gambon won four television
BAFTAs and an Olivier award
during a decades-spanning
acting career across television,
film, radio and theatre, which
was capped by his beloved role
as the headmaster of the wiz-
arding school Hogwarts in the
Potter series.

“We are devastated to an-
nounce the loss of Sir Michael
Gambon,” a statement issued
on behalf of his family said.

“Beloved husband and fa-
ther, Michael died peaceful-
ly in hospital with his wife
Anne and son Fergus at his

bedside, following a bout of
pneumonia.”

Gambon, born in Ireland,
began his illustrious acting
career in theatre, making his
first appearance on stage in
a production of “Othello” at
the Gates Theatre in the Irish
capital Dublin in 1962.

He became well known in
Britain for playing a French
detective in the ITV series
“Maigret”, and for his 1986
role as Philip Marlow in
screenwriter Dennis Potter’s
“The Singing Detective”.
