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Harsher penalties
for ‘lighting up’

for tobacco law violators

nificantly harsher penalties for

violations of the Kingdom’s an-

ti-smoking law (Law No. 8 of
2009).

The proposed amendment
targets the import, distribution,
and sale of herbal and non-herb-
al substances used as tobacco al-
ternatives, even if nicotine-free.

Under the proposed amend-

ment, offenders could face im-
prisonment for up to one year
and a fine ranging from BD1,000
to BD100,000.

The current law imposes a
significantly lower fine of be-
tween BD1,000 and BD3,000.

Public health

The amendment seeks to
strengthen deterrence against
practices deemed harmful to
public health.

The amendment specifically
prohibits various substances,
including herbal materials like

leaves, stems, and fruits contain-
ing addictive substances used as
tobacco substitutes (e.g., suika,
betel quid, tambaku, and areca
nut), as well as non-herbal sub-
stances often used with herbal
materials during chewing (e.g.,
chuna).

The Ministry of Health, in its
assessment of the bill, reported
118 violations of this article be-
tween January 2022 and June
2024.

It emphasised the necessity

he death toll from a

road accident in south-
ern Ethiopia has risen to
at least 71 after a vehicle
carrying a wedding party
veered into a river, a local
official said.

The truck careered into
the water at around 5:30
pm local time (1430 GMT)
on Sunday some 300 kilo-
metres (180 miles) south
of capital Addis Ababa in
Sidama state.

The Sidama Police Com-
mission Traffic Prevention
and Control Directorate put
the death toll “so far” at 68
men and three women.

“The accident was espe-
cially horrific as the river
had a lot of big stones so
most passengers, including
the driver, were killed due
to the impact,” Wossenyeleh
Simon, an official with the
regional communications
department, told AFP.

“Among the deceased are
four people from the same
family,” he said.

He said that the driv-
er had lost control of the
“freight truck” -- which was
carrying 76 people, includ-
ing those heading to the
wedding and day-labourers
-- when trying to turn a tight
bend ahead of a bridge.

“It was possible the truck
was carrying people beyond
its capacity as there were a
scarce number of passenger
vehicles operating during
that day,” he added.

"This protection is a legal ob-
ligation and a moral imperative
to preserve human life,” it added, -
saying hospitals were a lifeline for
those sick or wounded in conflict.

The Al-Awda Hospital, pre-
viously supported by the ICRC
with supplies, was now absorbing
more pressure as one of the few
functioning medical facilities in
northern Gaza, the Geneva-based
organisation said.

Azerbaijan says Russia pledged to punish
those responsible for plane crash

zerbaijan said yesterday

that Moscow had prom-
ised to punish those respon-
sible for the downing of an
Azerbaijan Airlines plane that
Baku says was shot at by Rus-
sian air defences.

The AZAL Embraer 190 jet
crash-landed in Kazakhstan on
December 25, killing 38 of the
67 people on board.

Azerbaijani President Il-
ham Aliyev has demanded
that Moscow accept responsi-
bility for mistakenly firing on
the plane as it tried to make a
scheduled landing at Grozny
airport in south Russia.

Azerbaijan’s prosecutor gen-
eral reported on Monday that
the head of Russia’s Investiga-
tive Committee had told Baku:
“Intensive measures are be-
ing carried out to identify the
guilty people and bring them
to criminal responsibility.”

Russia has opened a criminal
enquiry into the incident.

But it has not said whether it
agrees that the plane was hit by
one of its air-defence missiles
and has not itself said anything
about finding or bringing any
perpetrators to justice.

Aliyev had issued a rare
forthright condemnation of
Moscow -- a close partner of
Baku -- on Sunday.

He said the plane was “hit by
accident” but was angry that
Russia had apparently tried
to hide the cause of the crash.

Demanding that Putin ad-
mit responsibility, Aliyev also
accused Russia of putting for-
ward alternative theories that
“clearly showed the Russian
side wanted to cover up the
issue”.

United Nations said on Mon-
day, urging the world to pull
back from the “road to ruin”.

The outgoing year is set to
be the warmest ever recorded,
the UN’s weather and climate
agency said, capping a decade
of unprecedented heat.

Meanwhile emissions of
greenhouse gases grew to new
record highs, locking in more
heat for the future, the World
Meteorological Organization
said.

“Climate change plays out
before our eyes on an almost
daily basis in the form of in-
creased occurrence and impact
of extreme weather events,”
WMO secretary general Celeste
Saulo said.

“This year we saw re-
cord-breaking rainfall and
flooding events and terrible
loss of life in so many coun-
tries, causing heartbreak to
communities on every conti-
nent.

“Tropical cyclones caused a
terrible human and econom-
ic toll, most recently in the
French overseas department of
Mayotte in the Indian Ocean.

“Intense heat scorched doz-
ens of countries, with tempera-
tures topping 50 degrees Celsi-
us (122 degrees Fahrenheit) on
a number of occasions. Wild-
fires wreaked devastation.”

cords aimed to limit global
warming to well below two
degrees Celsius above pre-in-
dustrial levels -- and to 1.5C if
possible.

In November, the WMO said
the January-September mean
surface air temperature was
1.54C above the pre-industri-

Russia and Ukraine
swapped more than 300
prisoners of war yesterday
in an exchange brokered by
the United Arab Emirates
ahead of New Year’s Eve,
officials from both coun-
tries said.

The two sides have ex-
changed hundreds of cap-
tive soldiers since Russia
began its military assault on
Ukraine in February 2022,
in one of the few areas of
cooperation.

“On 30 December, as are-
sult of the negotiation pro-
cess, 150 Russian service-
men were returned from
territory controlled by the
Kyiv regime. In return, 150
Ukrainian army prisoners of
war were handed over,” the
Russian defence ministry
said. Ukrainian President
Volodymyr Zelensky said
Kyiv received 189 people
as part of the deal, includ-
ing soldiers, border guards
and two civilians from the
Russian-occupied city of
Mariupol.

“We are working to free
everyone from Russian
captivity. This is our goal.
We do not forget anyone,”
Zelensky said. Both sides
said the latest exchange had
been brokered by the Unit-
ed Arab Emirates.

Former US president Jimmy
Carter dies aged 100

ributes poured in yester-

day for Jimmy Carter, the
former US president and Nobel
peace laureate who rose from
humble beginnings in rural
Georgia to lead the nation and
died aged 100.

Carter had been in hospice
care since mid-February 2023
at his home in Plains, Georgia
-- the same small town where
he was born and once ran a
peanut farm before becoming
governor and running for the
White House.

Carter died “peacefully” at
his home in Plains, “surrounded
by his family,” the Carter Center
said in a statement on Sunday.

“My father was a hero, not
only to me but to everyone who
believes in peace, human rights
and unselfish love,” Chip Carter
said in the statement.

Outside the White House,
where the flag was lowered to
half-staff, visitor Yoni Neirman
remembered Carter, for whom
she voted, as “a real statesman,
and that kind of person doesn’t
seem to exist, at least not in the
near future.”

In Georgia, retiree Dorner
Carmichael expressed the same
sentiment.

“Every time you lose a person
of such integrity, who spent his
life in service, you just won-
der who will fill his shoes,” the
75-year-old told AFP.

Carter was the longest-lived
US president -- an outcome
that seemed unlikely when the
Southern Democrat revealed in
2015 that he had brain cancer.

But the US Navy veteran and
fervent Christian repeatedly
defied the odds to enjoy a long
and fruitful post-presidency,

after four years in the Oval Of-
fice often seen as disappointing.

During his single term, Carter
emphasized human rights and
social justice, enjoying a strong
first two years that included
brokering a peace deal between
Israel and Egypt dubbed the
Camp David Accords.

But his administration hit
numerous snags -- the most se-
rious being the taking of US hos-
tages in Iran and the disastrous
failed attempt to rescue the 52
captive Americans in 1980. He
also came in for criticism for his
handling of an oil crisis.

Second Jeju Air flight suffers
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The wrecked tail section of the Jeju Air Boeing 737-800 aircraft

Jeju Air flight from Seoul yes-

terday was forced to return
after encountering a landing gear
problem, the airline said, a day
after South Korea’s most deadly
plane crash.

The Boeing 737-800 involved in
the latest incident was the same
model as the Jeju Air plane that
crashed on Sunday killing 179
people after coming down with-
out its landing gear engaged.

Jeju Air Flight 7C101, which
departed Seoul’s Gimpo Inter-
national Airport for Jeju island
"at around 6:37 am, returned to
Gimpo at 7:25 am” after a landing
gear issue was detected shortly
after takeoff, the South Korean
airline said.

"Shortly after takeoff, a signal
indicating a landing gear issue
was detected on the aircraft’s
monitoring system,” Song Kyung-
hoon, head of the management
support office at Jeju Air, told a
news conference.

Belgium becomes
first EU country
to ban disposable
e-cigarettes

Wildly popular with
young people for
their dizzying array of fla-
vours, including apple, wa-
termelon and cola, the time
is up for disposable e-ciga-
rettes in Belgium -- the first
EU country to ban them.

From January 1, it will be
forbidden to sell single-use
vapes in Belgium, a bid
to protect young people’s
health as part of a national
anti-tobacco plan.

The European Union aims
to achieve a tobacco-free
generation by 2040, reduc-
ing the 27-country bloc’s
smoking population from
around 25 percent now to
less than five percent of the
total.

Some EU countries plan to
bring that deadline forward.

that it had arrested Italian
journalist Cecilia Sala for “vi-
olating the law”, state media
reported, a move decried by
Ttaly as “unacceptable”.

“Cecilia Sala, an Italian cit-
izen, travelled to Iran on De-
cember 13, 2024 with a jour-
nalist’s visa and was arrested
on December 19, 2024 for vi-
olating the law of the Islamic
Republic of Iran,” the official
IRNA news agency said, citing a
statement by the culture min-
istry without elaborating.

“Her case is currently un-
der investigation,” added the
ministry, which oversees and
accredits foreign journalists
in Iran.

Sala, reported to be 29, last
posted on X on December 17
with a link to a podcast enti-
tled “A conversation on patri-
archy in Tehran”.

She had previously reported
from Ukraine on its war with
Iran’s ally, Russia.

Chora Media, an Italian pod-
cast publisher for which Sala
worked, said she had travelled
from Rome to Iran on a jour-
nalist visa and was due to re-
turn on December 20.

On Friday, Italy denounced
Sala’s arrest as “unacceptable”,
and said she has been held in

Tehran’s Evin prison. Italy’s
ambassador to Tehran, Paola
Amadei, has visited her.

Italian Foreign Minister An-
tonio Tajani said on Saturday
that efforts to free Sala were
“complicated”.

Italian Prime Minister Gior-
gia Meloni’s office has said she
is “following the complex af-
fair” closely.

Iran’s culture ministry con-
firmed Monday that Sala had
been allowed consular assis-
tance and that she “has been
in contact with her family by
phone”.
